Attendance: 

Every Day Counts is a state wide initiative that aims to assist in improving student attendance at school through a shared commitment by students, parents, caregivers, schools and the community. Currently our attendance is at 89.9%. As a school and Department, our goal is 92% and above. While we understand that some student absences are unavoidable, we highly encourage students to be at school each day to ensure that they are able to learn and grow into successful, young citizens.

English 

This term in English, students will be exposed to non-fiction text types. They will analyse the text structures and language features of information texts. Students will have the opportunity to research and create their own information report. This will provide them with an opportunity to apply their learning of text structures such as headings, sub-headings and paragraph as well as incorporate appropriate language features such as expanded noun groups and topic sentences. Students will continue to build fluency and comprehension while reading a variety of non-fiction texts. They will continue to deepen their understanding of the morphology of words by investigating prefixes, suffixes and Greek/Latin roots. Students will continue to further their understanding of spelling patterns to assist them in their writing. We will also be engaging in reading for enjoyment through a class novel – The Worst Week Ever.  

Maths 

In Mathematics this term, students will be focusing on their number and problem-solving skills. Students will learn new skills to assist them in adding, subtracting, multiplying and dividing. They will apply these taught skills to solve multi-step sums and word problems. Students will investigate how to recognise, complete and create number patterns. Students in year 3 & 4 will unpack the properties of odd and even numbers. 

Students will then delve into the topic of time. They will learn and consolidate how to tell time in digital and analogue formats. They will use their knowledge of time and number to read schedules and solve complex problems.  

Students will then finish the term by looking at chance and data. This unit will be taught at the end of the term but not assessed until term 3. Throughout the term students will apply a variety of mathematical concepts in real-life situations. They will continue to utilise hands-on materials alongside their written work. 

Homework: 

Homework will consist of English and Maths activities to assist students in consolidating learning in the classroom. Homework is sent home on Monday and due back Friday. We encourage students to complete their homework however we also understand that often students have after-school commitments that can sometimes impact it being completed. We ask that students complete as much as they can and bring it back to be checked. In 3-6, we do encourage nightly reading to assist in developing students’ fluency and comprehension skills. 

This term in Biological Sciences Unit, students in Years 3–6 will learn how to sequence key stages in the life cycle of an animal or plant and describe relationships that assist the survival of living things. They will also learn how environmental changes affect individual living things.

PREP/1/2/3

English

In Term 2, students will engage with a variety of texts, focusing on non-fiction texts through shared reading, viewing and storytelling. Students will make connections between layout, images and text types, use topic specific vocabulary and create texts using drawing and writing to record and report ideas to share with an audience.  

Maths

In Term 2, students will look at the Mathematical units of Number, Measurement and Statistics and Probability. Prep students will focus on making connections between number names, numerals and quantities up to 10, connect familiar events and the days of the week and explain the duration and order of events. In Year 1, students will count to and from 100 and locate numbers on a number line. They will partition 2-digit numbers using place value. Students will classify outcomes of simple familiar events using the language of ‘will happen,’ ‘won’t happen’ and ‘might happen.’ They will explain time durations and tell time to the half hour. Year 2 students will count and sequence numbers to and from 1000. They will describe outcomes for everyday events, tell time to the quarter hour and use a calendar to identify the date and months included in seasons.
Science

In Science, Year 1 and Year 2 students will explore animal growth. They will describe and represent the changes to a living thing in its life stages and then compare the life stages of two different living things. Prep students will investigate what living things need to survive and how the weather can affect humans and animals.
HASS

In HASS, students will learn about how technology has changed over time and how it affects our daily life. They will compare objects from the past and present to identify changes over time. Students will investigate important places in our community to pose and answer questions about these places.
Other important P-2 information:

· This term, home readers will be changed on Tuesdays and Fridays
· Library is every second Monday – odd weeks. No bag = no borrowing
· Please send communication folders to school every single day

· Homework for Year 1 and Year 2 starts in week 2. It will be sent home each Monday.

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 MUSIC AND THE ARTS
  
   
Junior - In music and media arts, students will create a soundscape to accompany an artwork and explore how sound is used to tell stories, describe settings, reveal characters and create feelings. They will explore their singing and speaking voices and use dynamics (loud and soft sounds) in their singing and playing.
 
Senior - In media arts and drama, students will explore how media techniques are used to portray stories, ideas and points of view by watching, responding and creating music videos. They will portray characters from Roald Dahl’s ‘Matilda’ using the elements of drama and dramatic conventions.

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PHYSICAL EDUCATION AND HEALTH
Year Prep-Year 2 Health and Physical Education

In term 2 in our Health lessons we will continue exploring what makes them unique, identifying their strengths and achievements. We will compare our strengths and achievements against other students to see how we are similar or different. Prep to Year 2 will explore how their bodies are growing and developing, and identify the actions that will keep them healthy, such as diet, hygiene and physical activity.
In our Physical Education lessons we will be exploring and developing our fundamental skills such as, running, jumping, landing, throwing and catching in a variety of Athletics events in preparation for Sports Day. Students will develop their technique for Shot Put and Long Jump. Students will also participate in ball games, Tunnel Ball and Over and Under Ball, to develop team work and positive ways to interact with others.
Year 3-6 Health and Physical Education

In term 2 in our Health lessons students investigate the concepts of physical activity and inactive behaviours while exploring the recommendations of physical activity for five- to twelve-year-olds. They will examine the benefits of physical activity and investigate ways to increase physical activity in their lives. Students will examine influences on health behaviours and construct a health message for their peers. Students will investigate then explain the influence of people and places on identities. They will explore how important people in their lives and the media can influence health behaviours.
In our Physical Education lessons students will participate in athletic-themed sequences using fundamental movement skills and elements of movement. They will perform running, jumping and throwing sequences in authentic situations in preparation for Sports Day.  Students will also participate in team ball games, Tunnel Ball, Leader Ball and Captain Ball, to demonstrate their skills in communication, team work, problem solving and encouragement.
