3/4/5/6 – Coralie Tyson and Alison Krause
ENGLISH
Years 3-6

This term in English we are focusing on examining, creating and sharing informative texts. Students will engage with a variety of informative texts. Students will explore how text structures and features, such as headings, timelines and images, inform the readers and improve access to information. They will apply their understanding by creating a report and presenting their work to an audience.

MATHEMATICS

Year 3 and 4

This term in Maths, students will focus on partitioning, rearranging, and regrouping numbers to solve addition, subtraction, and multiplication problems, including practical tasks using twos, fives, and tens facts. They will also use mathematical modelling to solve financial problems, apply rounding and estimation strategies, and explore odd and even numbers. In Measurement, students will estimate, compare, and measure the duration of events using formal units of time and practise converting between units of time when solving problems.
Years 5 and 6

This term in Maths, students will work on finding unknowns in equations, using multiplication, division, and order of operations, while also exploring prime, composite, and square numbers. They will apply mathematical modelling to real-world tasks, such as planning a fundraising activity and creating a budget for a class event. In Measurement, students will focus on converting between 12-hour and 24-hour time, interpreting timetables, and planning itineraries.
SCIENCE
Years 3 and 4 
Students will investigate life cycles and sequence key stages in the life cycles of plants and animals. They will explore how living things depend on each other and the environment to survive and examine the similarities and differences in life cycles across a variety of species.
Years 5 and 6 
Students are investigating how environmental factors like temperature, moisture, and light affect mould growth on bread. They will develop a question to explore, design an experiment by identifying variables to change and measure, and take safety precautions when handling mould. Students will collect and organise data, interpret their findings, and discuss how this knowledge can help solve real-world problems like preventing food spoilage. This hands-on activity encourages critical thinking and shows how science applies to everyday life.

P/1/2 –Mrs Smith
Welcome to another exciting term of learning. This term, students will be engaged in rich learning experiences across English, Mathematics and Science, with many hands-on opportunities to build confidence, independence and curiosity.
ENGLISH
This term, students will be focusing on writing an information report about a chosen farm animal. They will learn how to research facts, organise their ideas and present their report to the class. Students will continue developing their phonics and spelling knowledge by applying 
letter-sound relationships in their writing. They will also practise using correct boundary punctuation, including capital letters and full stops.

In reading, students will strengthen their comprehension skills by using a range of strategies to better understand texts. We will also explore the differences between fiction and non-fiction texts, identifying their key features and purposes.
MATHEMATICS
Prep

Prep students will be developing early number knowledge through counting, subitising and working with collections. They will learn to partition and combine numbers to 10 in different ways and solve simple addition and subtraction problems using hands-on materials. Students will also explore concepts of time by sequencing familiar events and comparing the duration of activities.
Year 1

Year 1 students will focus on understanding one- and two-digit numbers, including partitioning numbers into tens and ones. They will solve addition and subtraction problems to 20 using a range of strategies. Students will also compare and order events based on duration and explain their thinking.
Year 2

Year 2 students will extend their place value understanding by partitioning, rearranging and renaming two- and three-digit numbers. They will solve real-life addition and subtraction problems, including money transactions, and choose efficient strategies to find solutions. Students will also explore calendars and time, learning to calculate days between events and read analogue clocks to the hour, half hour and quarter hour. They will continue building fluency with addition and subtraction facts to 20.
SCIENCE
In Science, students will investigate the needs of living things and compare the life cycles of animals and plants. Through hands-on experiments and observations, students will develop their scientific thinking and understanding of how living things grow, survive and change over time.

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This term, students across the school are engaging in learning across Digital Technologies and HASS. 
Prep to Year 2 students are learning about Digital Technology, exploring simple coding and digital systems, building foundational skills in technology. 
In Years 3 and 4, students are investigating Civics and Citizenship by examining identity, belonging and the role of laws in society.  

Students in Years 5 and 6 are deepening their understanding of Australia’s democracy and legal system, including the roles of people and institutions, and exploring the rights and responsibilities of citizens at both a national and global level.

I am very excited to be teaching Japanese at Marburg SS this year.

Prep – grade 4 will be learning all about the Japanese superhero                     Anpanman through drawing, songs and dance.

Grade 5 & 6 will be learning all about numbers and how to use them in daily life to talk about age, grade, height, birth month and birth year, and a little bit about the Japanese zodiac signs. There will be lots of games to get speaking and listening practice as well as a little bit of reading and writing. Hopefully their confidence and interest will grow throughout the year.

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P-2 
In Term 2 students will participate in athletic-themed sequences using fundamental movement skills and elements of movement during their PE lessons. They will perform running, jumping and throwing sequences in authentic situations in preparation for Sports Day.   In Health students will explore how their bodies are growing and developing, and identify the actions that will keep them healthy, such as diet, hygiene and physical activity. 
3-6 
In Term 2 students will participate in athletic-themed sequences using fundamental movement skills and elements of movement during our PE lessons. They will perform running, jumping and throwing sequences in authentic situations in preparation for Sports Day.  In Health we will be exploring the concepts of health and wellbeing and the importance of healthy habits as a preventative measure. They identify good habits and how they contribute to overall health and wellbeing. They will also be exploring the recommendations of physical activity for five- to twelve-year-olds and examine the benefits of physical activity and investigate ways to increase physical activity in their lives.
